Vaccination will protect you from
severe disease and hospitalization
and help keep the health system
strong. Vaccination is a critical tool
in helping to control the pandemic
by preventing COVID-19 illness
and death from COVID-19.

The COVID-19 vaccines are safe
people above the age of 5, including
those with pre-existing conditions of
any kind such as: auto-immune disor-
ders, hypertension, diabetes, asthma,
pulmonary, liver and kidney disease,
as well as chronic infections that are
stable and controlled.

Vaccination is free-of-charge
and provided to anyone with
a permanent or temporary resi-
dence permit in Slovenia, with or
without health insurance, wheth-
er they are employed or not.
Asylum seekers have access
to free-of-charge vaccination
against COVID-19 too.

ARE COVID-19 VACCINES SAFE?

There are several safe and effective
vaccines that prevent people from
getting seriously ill or dying from
COVID-19 that have been ap-
proved by the European Medicines
Agency and have been granted
Emergency Use Listing by WHO:

VECTOR VACCINES:

* Vaxzevria/AstraZeneca - two
doses;

* Janssen/Johnson and Johnson -
single dose (temporarily
suspended in Slovenia).

mRNA VACCINES:

* Spikevax/Moderna — two doses;

+ Comirnaty/Pfizer/BionTech -
two doses.

Due to better efficacy and a lower
incidence of serious complications
in mRNA vaccines compared to
vector vaccines, the use of mMRNA
vaccines is recommended.

In Slovenia, vector vaccines may
only be used at the request of the
person being vaccinated or if the
use of MRNA vaccine is contrain-
dicated.

All COVID-19 vaccines provide a
high degree of protection against
serious illness and death from the
COVID-19 disease, although no
vaccine ensures 100% protection.

Individuals who recovered from
COVID-19 (this must be docu-
mented with a positive PCR test
result) receive one dose of COV-
ID-19 vaccine within 180 days
after receiving the test positive
result.

WHAT ARE THE SIDE EFFECTS
OF THE COVID-19 VACCINES?

CILAT JANE EFEKTET ANESORE

Common side effects, which
indicate that a person's body is
building protection to COVID-19
infection, include:

+ Arm soreness * Mild fever

* Tiredness * Headaches

* Muscle or joint aches

However, if you experience severe
side effects after getting vaccinated,
immediately consult a medical profes-
sional.

VERY IMPORTANT!
Once youare vaccinated KEEP

the COVID-19 vaccination
certificate.

Once you receive a vaccine against
COVID-19, you will obtain a
COVID-19 vaccination certificate in a
paper form. The vaccination certifi-
cate provides information to health
care providers about the vaccination
status of individuals and serves as
proof of fulfilling the measures related
to combating the COVID-19
pandemic.

After receiving the vaccine dose,
the certificate will be valid for 270
days from the day of vaccination.

The booster dose is available to
anyone aged 18 and over. The rec-
ommended interval between the
primary vaccination with mRNA
vaccines and the booster dose is
at least six months, and at least
two months after the primary
vaccination with vector vaccines.

WHO SHOULD NOT GET THE
COVID-19 VACCINE!?

There are very few reasons why
someone may NOT be able to
be vaccinated. The only medical
reason to not get vaccinated is if
you previously have had a severe
allergic reaction (i.e, anaphylaxis)
to a component of the vaccine or
to a previous dose of the vaccine.
Please consult your primary health
care provider (with the assistance
of the interpreter) if you think you
might have a medical condition
contraindicating the COVID-19
vaccination.

When infected with SARS-CoV-2
virus, pregnant women are at
a higher risk for a more severe
course of the disease, as well as a
higher risk of pregnancy complica-
tions.

Data indicate that vaccination
with a mRNA vaccine is effective
and safe during pregnancy and
breastfeeding period. Furthermore,
antibodies developed in a pregnant
women's body or a woman who

breastfeeds  after  vaccination

represent a passive protection of
the foetus/new-born baby against
COVID-19.
